TFT 1270: Digital Video Production

This course introduces basic video production concepts and techniques with an emphasis on using the
elements of motion and sound as creative artistic tools. Students will critically analyze video in terms of
genre, context, meaning, visual language and form and then produce and edit their own short projects that
explore creative and experimental applications of the medium rather than the traditional mass
communication form. Students are encouraged to use their own computer for editing if possible. Basic
knowledge of the computer is helpful.

C. OUTLINE OF MAJOR CONTENT AREAS

1. Basic video camera skills and sound acquisition
2. Integration of motion and sound through computer editing.
3. Development of a personal video/film vision as well as critical thinking, visualizing, creative

problem solving and design analysis skills emphasized in hands-on studio work, assignments, group
reviews, critiques, individual assessments and final portfolio.
